Information Display -

The ACT Government has announced a site
adjacent to Mitchell, in Gungahlin for the
location of the new youth detention centre.
The site (see attached map) is approximately
30 ha and is located off the Federal Highway
north of Exhibition Park (EPIC).

A team of consultants led by Brown
Consulting and Purdon Associates has been
engaged to undertake specialist
environmental, planning and engineering
studies in relation to the proposed
development. The consultants will prepare a
Preliminary Assessment which is required as
part of the planning process. A site of about
10 ha will also be identified within the area for
the final location of the Centre.

Key Issues

The Centre will meet the needs of children
and young people in detention and maximise
community safety. The project will address a
range of issues including:

= site layout (form of development)

= security measures

= relationship with adjacent land uses
= traffic generation and access

= buffer areas to existing development
= environmental impact

= engineering infrastructure

noise

= bushfire management

= site contamination
