Presentation was made by David Collett about the opportunities presented by the site:

· Relationship with houses on other side of Burnie Street

· Traffic generation for Burnie Street and ways of addressing the issues eg access onto Melrose Drive

· Variety of housing types eg aged persons and other residential

· Connection with the Woden Town Centre and accessibility through the site

· Use of the existing trees on the site

· Range of building heights including a ‘tower’ element in the northern part of the site – reflecting higher building heights in the adjacent part of the Woden Town Centre.

Comments were made about the use of the land:

· The car is not the not the only form of access to the site.  People will live there because of the location, so there needs to be good pedestrian links to the rest of Lyons as well as the Woden Town Centre.  


· Some were involved in the previous Master Plan but the preparation of the Master Plan was an adjunct to the key issue of removing Burnie Court.


· The site would be attractive to a range of groups including young professionals that would walk to work.


· The design should not be compromised by access off Melrose Drive – older people and residents working in Woden will not be generating peak hour traffic movements.  

Traffic patterns of Burnie Court will be different to those created by new development.


· A new traffic study/consultation process should be undertaken to look at access to the site, impact on local streets and Melrose Drive to determine the ‘best’ compromise.

Need to consider whether access roads through the site offer the opportunity for ‘rat runs’.


· Lyons is being affected by a range of influences eg demographic, retail etc.

The development of this site needs to be integrated into the suburb of Lyons eg pedestrian access to the rest of Lyons.

Facilities on the site could be used by people in the surrounding area.


· Need to be clear that ‘community housing’ is not public housing.  The community does not want another ‘ghetto recreated on the site.

The ‘community housing’ needs to be properly managed.


· The site should offer affordable housing options for older people, especially those living in Lyons.

There are other facilities in the Woden Town centre that could be accessed by older people living on the site.


· The site layout and building heights need to respond to the site and the surrounding area eg variety of building heights, lower closer to Burnie Street to prevent overlooking into residences on the western side of Burnie Street.


· Good design eg solar orientation, thermal issues, sound insulation, water saving.


· Save as much of the existing landscape as is possible, establish high quality landscaping as part of the development, maintain a high level of landscaping to building footprint and relocate powerlines in Burnie Street underground.
